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Description of the project

According to UNESCO II. 2.4. "Towards sustainable living in coastal regions and on small islands", Project aims at promotion of sustainable development in coastal regions in Latvia (§02240; §02241) by facilitation of interconnected development of science and local practices for environmentally friendly lifestyles and active involvement of local community in the planning and development processes in coastal regions, and elaboration of national Wise Coastal practices, based on local experiences and widely disseminated through cooperation networks and internet, as well as with all partners in the Baltic Sea region at creation and facilitation of Regional Nordic-Baltic Network on SCD.

Particular project activities:

1. To produce appropriate UNESCO methodology adopted national Case studies of Wise Coastal practices (§02241) from Latvian coastal municipalities and regions as research product to be further elaborated for multi-purpose use:

1.1    To evaluate (§ 02240) sustainable living possibilities and conditions in Latvian coastal territories and 

· To define (§ 02241) that for Latvia and

· To formulate Wice Coastal Practices (WCP) frameworks (& 02241) as local living and practice based to be applied as positive or success cases for wide dissemination in Latvia, Baltic Region and sharing (§ 02240) wider via UNESCO. 

1.2   To do interdisciplinary Research projects in North-Kurzeme field project area (& 02240) widely applying: 

· integrated approaches (§ 02241), particularly 

· using Case study Research integrative methodology and 

· working in interdisciplinary research teams of various background professionals enlisted at the UL as doctoral research students with

· intersectoral cooperation (§ 02241) and involvement in cooperation research approach all local and regional stakeholders for SCD (§ 02241),

· emphasising participation of local communities during research, sharing and implementation phases of project. 

2. To facilitate in the Baltic Sea region shaping and application (§ 02240) of elaborated Case studies of WCP in Pilot Regions by producing and dissemination them via:

· Multilingual virtual forums (to be established at UNESCO Chair, Riga (Latvian/English) and UNESCO CSI, Paris (English);

· Web page of UNESCO Chair;

· A set of pamphlets of WCP in Latvia, to be spread between municipalities and main other stakeholders;

· As well as selected "SCD Wise Practice in Latvia" research case studies publication (in Latvian with English summaries).

3. to design and facilitate Nordic-Baltic research and cooperation Network in SCD based on sharing the research findings and methodology for UNESCO (first Latvian WCP to be elaborated) and development of SCD guidelines and principles, including realisation of Baltic Region research Academy and facilitation of Regional Network on SCD by UNESCO Chair in Latvia.
4. To elaborate guidelines and principles (§ 02241) of WCP for Latvia and frameworks (§ 02241) for enhanced sustainable coastal living in Latvia, based on research findings and case studies elaborated, what will be disseminated widely as well.
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Proposed applied research project is to be fulfilled and guided by University of Latvia academic staff (professors of UNESCO Chair in SCD) in the teamwork with post-practice doctoral students (environmental Management Programme, University of Latvia) as 

· Environmental professionals experienced to work for different governmental, municipal, non-governmental and research institutions and organisations, having

· Various academic education and professional training background, including wide spectrum of nature sciences, social sciences, humanities and engineering, but

· Mostly with interdisciplinary MSc in Environmental Management degree as well and 

· Experience for teamwork, field projects, cooperative research approaches with local / regional specialists and general public etc. 

Additionally necessary experts/consultants will be invited from IESAM institute and wider a field. Field work research will be realised in North-Kurzeme coastal region based on corresponding agreement with Association of 10 local municipalities signed in 1999.
